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The Day of European Authors is an initiative of the 
European Commission, to connect younger genera-
tions with book reading and to help them discover the 
diversity of European literature. 
This yearly celebration aims to show how literature 
can be a tool for individual empowerment. Books and 
reading can enable people in secondary education to 
engage with ongoing social and personal challenges. 
The Day is also an opportunity to emphasise the im-

portance of all the programmes and initiatives already 
running in individual EU countries to promote reading 
and allow for sharing experiences and inspire the oth-
ers. 
The first edition of the Day of European Authors took 
place on 27 March 2023. Three parallel activities were 
organized during the Day.

The Commission organised a tour of European authors who visited schools, 
libraries and bookstores, who read a piece of their works and encouraged 
students to discover other European authors. The tour of European authors 
was organised in collaboration with its partners, the European Writers Council 
(EWC) and the European Union Prize for Literature (EUPL) Consortium includ-
ing Fédération des Éditeurs Européens (FEP) and European and International 
Booksellers Federation (EIBIF). Many of the participating authors were winners 
of the EU Prize for Literature or members of the EWC.   

The European Commission organised on 27 March 2023 a 
one-day conference in Sofia (Bulgaria) on reading promotion. 
The event gathered Member States’ representatives of the ministries of 
Culture and/or Education, relevant public institutions and national non-
governmental organisations active in this field, as well as organisations 
representing the book and cultural sectors at European level. 
The conference was a great opportunity to share examples and best prac-
tices on how the education system and the book sector are collaborating 
to implement reading promotion actions in schools at local, national and 
European level.

In the second part, 4 working group sessions focused on “Reading promo-
tion best practices”, “Digital technologies”, “Inclusiveness”, “Promotion of 
careers in the book sector”
